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            In the beginning of the ninties after the cold war- the international 

cnflicts are increasing and taking different forms,both in nations and between 

nations(intra state conflicts). 

           So there are many factors which have a big role in provoking the 

international conflicts,especialy the environmental one;it has a potential role in 

blocking pathsof cnflict management. 

So it exists many programs and researches which approuve the relation ship 

between the environmental factor and international conflicts like Torento 

school,Nato studies,and the reports of internationak commitee for lasting peace. 

           In this context our study comes to analyse these different 

studies,researches,programs and their assumptions in order to demonstrate its 

reality in interpreting the international conflicts.
